My name is Alexandra Dillard; I am 43 years old and a recent graduate from Han-

nah's Haven. Prior to Hannah's Haven my life was in shambles. I was addicted to
prescription drugs, my marriage was on the verge of divorce, my children left home
angry, and I was pretending to be in a place with God that I was not. My struggle

with addiction led to acting out in other behaviors such as having an affair outside

of my marriage, stealing, and having angry fits of rage. It was not until God

opened my eyes that I could see that [ was out-of-control. When I got into Han-
nah’s Haven | was still very prideful
with me through the staff at Hannah's Haven, rejection and abandonment issues

were uncovered, and the ability to be honest about where I was became easier.

During the first phase of the program, I had the opportunity to go home for Christmas break but I could not go
home because my husband was not ready. As I was getting closer to finishing the first phase, the staff at Han-
nah's Haven arranged for my husband and me to go to marriage restoration classes, during that process we
found out how extensive the damage was in our relationship.

When my first phase residency was over, my husband refused to allow me to come home. Needless to say, |
was afraid, but God allowed the staff to come up with a long-term plan that allowed me to go to work, save
money, have weekly meetings with a mentor and monthly meetings with my pastor, participate in community
Bible studies and outreach ministry, and continue to work on my marriage. I can vouch for the great need of a
second phase house, because it is difficult for those who are in the first phase of the program to watch the
process of one who is in the extended stay stage. One of the
